The
weekend begins with a long drive west of Accra
before a tour of Cape Coast Castle, once a
notorious fort used to hold slaves awaiting
exportation to the Americas. Afterwards, you
can sit back and relax with an overnight stay in
Cape Coast.

The following morning, you'll visit Kakum
National Park, where a short hike through the
forest floor is followed by a walk at canopy level -
300ft above the ground! After the morning’s
exertions, you will stop for lunch at Hans
Cottage, arestaurant set over a crocodile pond,
before heading back to your service base.

Take a walk on the wild side by adding the Volta
Adventure Weekend to your trip. The Volta
region of Ghana is an area of extraordinary
natural beauty with abundant rare wildlife. You'll
begin the weekend with a visit to a protected
monkey sanctuary where you'll have the chance
to feed Lowe’s mona and black-and-white
colobus monkeys on your shoulder before
exploring the rest of the forest.

The evening brings a chance to relax and wind
down at a beautiful lodge for your overnight
stay. The next day, you'll take in the
breathtaking sights of the tallest waterfall in
Ghana, WIi Falls, measuring 143m from the upper
fall to the plunge pool below. Alternatively, if you
are feeling more energetic, you can hike up
Mount Afadjato, the highest pointin Ghana.

Take a cruise down ariver in a traditional
Ghanaian fishing village. Enjoy the sight of
colorful fishing boats lined up along the shore
and admire the beautiful flora and fauna on the
various islands.

Your first island stop will be Rum Island (18+
only), where you will learn about the distillery
process of rum before sampling some of the
liquors created there. For groups with those
under 18, the first stop will be a beautiful island,
lined with palm trees, where you will all be given
a fresh coconut and the opportunity to sample
this tropical delight! Take some time to relax on
the beach and cool your feet with a paddle in the
river.

After lunch, and some time to relax at the hotel,
you will head to another island where you will be
greeted with a traditional Ghanaian drumming
troop and dancers in traditional dress. You will
have an opportunity to join in with the dancing
and learn a few moves, before heading back to
the docks for the drive back to Woe at sunset.

Born from one family’s passion for Kenya and its
wilderness, the David Sheldrick Wildlife Trust
(DSWT) is now the most successful orphan
elephant rescue and rehabilitation program in
the world and one of the pioneering
conservation organizations for wildlife and
habitat protection in East Africa.

Founded in 1977 by Dr. Dame Daphne Sheldrick
D.B.E., in honor of her late husband, the famous
naturalist and founding Warden of Tsavo East
National Park, David Leslie William Sheldrick
MBE, the DSWT has arich and deeply rooted
family history in wildlife and conservation.

You can spend an hour at the orphanage in close
proximity to the elephants. You'll hear their
individual stories from the keepers and learn
interesting facts about elephants and
conservation while the babies are fed their milk.
